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The squares marked Aand B
are the same shade of gray.





To prove to yourself that it the shades of grey are the same :

Cut out a piece of cardboard or opaque paper that will cover most of the above picture which is either on a printout, or on the viewing screen.

Cut out holes exactly over the letters “A” & “B” that will not uncover more than one square each.

Place the mask over the picture, and, hey presto;    they are the same level of brightness.

A very good illusion.
